The hotel is located off of Tower Road, at the Newberry Road exit off of Interstate 75. Room rates are $79.00  You 
must provide a tax exempt certificate or pay by official school check (with the tax exempt number on it) to receive 
the rooms at the tax free rate.  Important: YOU must contact the hotel to make your room arrangements. June 20 is 
the last day to make hotel reservations and have a guaranteed room. After that date, the rate applies, but rooms are 
not guaranteed. You may make arrangements with another hotel if you desire to do so.

Meals
The Yearbook Connection Summer Workshop offers meals Monday and Tuesday for students and advisers. Food will 
be provided on the Oak Hall School campus. Morning snacks and lunch are included. Classes dismiss early enough for 
students and advisers to make their own dinner plans. For those participants staying at a hotel, please note that we 
do offer an out-of-towner dinner Monday evening.

WITH their adviser. No students may leave campus without their adviser.
